As the midpoint between the major population centers of Atlanta 
and Charlotte, 133 miles from each, this little town found itself 
the focus of a railroad boom in 1873. The Atlanta and Richmond 
Air Line Company set up shop and even gave the town its name. 
The flood of newcomers brought prosperity, and Main Street 
exploded. New shops, hotels and other businesses cropped up to 
meet the social and commercial needs of the burgeoning 
community. Much of the town's character today is directly tied to 
the railroad. It's obvious that the railroad tracks run through the 
middle of town, or should we say the trains run through.
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
